Started in the 1980’s, Community Supported Agriculture
(CSA) is a partnership between farmers (us) and consumers
(you) where the risks and rewards of farming are shared. 
It enables consumers to access fresh food directly from a
local farm, and to experience first-hand where the food 
they eat comes from by providing opportunities to engage
with the farmers producing their food. 
In return, the farmers benefit from a more stable and secure
income, helping to plan for the season ahead and providing 
a fair return for their work and produce. Connecting with
customers is also a huge benefit, reducing isolation and
building connections in the community. For more
information about Community Supported Agriculture visit
the CSA Network website.

What is a CSA?

Being a member of Sustainable Kirriemuir’s CSA is about much more than just
buying a weekly veg box. It’s a vote for more sustainable farming practices, 
for better soil health, for more wildlife and healthier food. 
CSAs are based on an ethos of care for people, planet and producer, 
building community, looking after the land and providing a viable 
income for farmers. At our farm, based on the outskirts of Kirriemuir, 
we grow our food using agroecological practices, minimising our impact 
on the environment, supporting biodiversity and improving soil health.

Fresh Healthy

Fresh, seasonal, locally grown produce with no nasties on a
weekly basis throughout our growing season.

Opportunities to take part in the growing process.

Connections with like minded people through open days and
social events.

Recipes and ideas for how to cook and eat our more unusual
veg.

The satisfaction of knowing you’re supporting the local economy
and championing a more sustainable food system.

What You’ll Get

We aim to provide veg shares for our
members for at least 20 weeks of the
year, using only what we grow at our
farm. The farm team will harvest our best
produce weekly, and each member will
then receive a share of the bounty. 

We expect to provide you with around 8-
10 different veg each week, however early
and late in the season this is likely to be
less, with more abundance in high
season. 

As members, you’ll be kept up to date
with how our farm is progressing through
the seasons and the impacts of that. 
In exceptional circumstances, e.g. if we
experience unforeseen impacts to our
growing season (flooding, storm damage
etc) we will consider supplementing our
produce from local, trusted suppliers.
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As some veg have a short cropping time, and
others have a longer season, some items
may only appear once, and others may be a
regular in your share. We have summarised
below to give you a feel for what you might
expect throughout the seasons. 

If items appear in the share that you don’t
like (yet), we encourage you to use this as an
opportunity to promote our CSA and build
relationships with friends, neighbours and
other members, by sharing.

Early Summer
Salad mix, rocket, lettuce, spring onions, spinach, chard, baby
carrots, radish, baby turnips, green garlic, herbs, edible flowers.

Late Summer
Salad mix, rocket, lettuce, cucumbers, tomatoes, celery, 
pointed or savoy cabbage, kale, runner beans, french beans,
broad beans, cauliflower, broccoli, purple sprouting broccoli,
romanesco, peppers, chilies, courgettes, beetroot, carrots,
onions, potatoes, garlic, chard, herbs, edible flowers.

Autumn
Salad mix, rocket, lettuce, spinach, chard, white or red cabbage,
savoy cabbage, kale, leeks, carrots, parsnips, beetroot, celeriac,
onions, garlic, pumpkins, squash, peppers, chilies, swede,
brussel sprouts, cauliflower, purple sprouting broccoli, herbs
and edible flowers. 

Veg Across the Seasons
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Your Commitment
Agree to receive a weekly share (rather than a set amount) through the
growing season, therefore sharing the risks and rewards that come with
farming.

Pay £400 for a full season (20 weeks) of shares before the season
commences. We know this is a big ask and isn’t an option for lots of
people, however, the CSA model works on our members making a
commitment for the year, to ensure we can buy seeds, compost and pay
for labour to nurture the seedlings before they reach you. In future years
we may adapt the payment model, which we hope will open this
opportunity up to more people.

Collect your share from the farm each week for 20 weeks from 
June - November during the stated collection day and time. 
If you’re unable to collect your veg on a particular week, 
you can gift that week's share to a friend or family member, 
who can collect on your behalf. Alternatively, you can let 
us know in advance so we don’t harvest your share.

Bring your own bag or box suitable for the veg available. 
We’ll notify you at the beginning of the week to let you 
know what to expect in that week’s share.

Our Commitment
Growing your veg with a high level of commitment to ecological stewardship
and with love and care.

Prioritising fulfilling members’ shares before supplying other outlets.

Providing a regular newsletter with recipes and ideas to inspire and enable
you to make the most of your share.

Collection Details
Shares will be available to collect from the farm on Thursdays (time TBC). 
We ask that members come to the farm gate where one of our staff or volunteers 
will be there to greet you and talk you through the process for the first time.
Collecting from the farm allows you to see the farm for yourself as it progresses
through the seasons. We’ll ask you to pack your share yourself according 
to the pick list displayed in the packing shed. Everything will be laid out 
for you, just like visiting a farm shop! Please bring a suitable box 
or bag with you if possible. We’ll have a limited number of our 
Sustainable Kirriemuir tote bags for sale as well as a stash of 
‘bags for life’ should you forget. You’ll find the farm at: 
Sawmill Field, Kinnordy, Kirriemuir, DD8 5ER.

Sign up for our 2026 season via our Ooooby (Out of our own back yards) page. There
are two options; pay as a lump sum for the year, or pay in instalments every 4 weeks
until the full amount is paid. We encourage you to sign up as soon as possible, as
shares will be allocated on a first come, first served basis and we are only offering 30
shares for our first season. This is a new system for us so we expect there will be a
bit of trial and error to make sure it’s working correctly. Please let us know if you
have any queries or problems when signing up.

We want to reiterate that we know this is a big ask and isn’t an option for everyone
who might like the idea of a veg box. If you’d like to sign up but the payment options
are a barrier to you, please let us know, as we are keeping this under review.
